ly. You save for college for 

your children. 

 But the one station that is 

usually thought of last is the 

church. Since the needs of 

the family and society are 

more immediate, the church 

is often given what is left 

over. This is not how it should 

be. Rather, we are to give of 

our first fruits ð the best from 

off the top ð even as Abel 

gave the best of his flock.  

 This requires forethought and 

intent. It means that you sit 

down and make a plan for what 

you will give from the begin-

ning. It means sticking to it 

even when it seems there are 

other more immediate and 

pressing things.  

 This is all the more necessary 

now as we enter into periods of 

time while giving is low due to 

high unemployment or re-

strictions on meeting in church 

to give. If we love God, his gifts 

of forgiveness given through 

the means of grace we receive 

at church and only at church, 

then we will support the church 

just as we love our country and 

our family.  

 For all that we have and all 

that we are is given to us by our 

gracious and giving God. He 

spared no expense for us and 

our salvation. He gave up His 

Son into death so that our sins 

are forgiven, and we will live. 

What is more, He provides for 

all that we need for this body 

and life. And our lives in this 

world, among these three 

spheres of the church, the fam-

ily, and society, are to mirror 

the generosity of the one who 

gave us life in all three by birth. 

 Donõt let the church, your di-

vine family, be ignored or even 

an afterthought. The church is 

nurturing you, bringing you up 

in salvation by Word and Sacra-

ment for eternal life.  

Stewardship: Donõt Forget the Church 

 òGood Teacher, what must I 

do to inherit eternal life?ó 

asked the rich young ruler. 

Jesus said, òYou know the 

commandments.ó And the 

ruler replied, òAll these I have 

kept from my youth.ó And 

Jesus said to him, òOne thing 

you still lack. Sell all that you 

have and distribute to the 

poor, and you will have treas-

ure in heaven; and come, 

follow me.ó (Luke 18:18ð22) 
 As we listen to this, one 

question is raised in our 

minds: Is Jesus speaking to 

us also or only to the rich 

young ruler? In other words, 

is Jesus telling us to sell all 

that we have and give it to 

the poor? As good Luther-

ans, we answer: No! But 

why? Why should we not 

sell all that we have and 

distribute it to the poor?  

 The simplest explanation is 

this: If we sold everything 

we have, our wife and our 

children would be neglect-

ed. In other words, to sell 

everything we have and give it 

to the poor would ignore, 

even abandon, those whom 

God has placed in our care. 

Our money, everything we 

have, is not to be used solely 

for the church. But that 

doesnõt mean it isnõt to be 

used for the purpose God 

intends.  

 Everyone has three stations 

in life, three spheres in which 

we live and are to be of ser-

vice to our neighbors. These 

stations are the church, the 

family, and society. We are 

members of all three of these 

by birth.  

*We are born into the church 

by water and the Word of 

God, and our duties to oth-

ers in the church arise from 

either our birth into the 

church or the birth of others 

by Baptism into it. 

*We are born into a family, 

and our duties to others 

stem from either our birth 

into that family or the birth 

of others into our family. 

*Finally, we are born into 

society, which is simply a 

further extension of our birth 

into our family. The duties we 

have toward other members 

of society come from either 

our birth or the birth of oth-

ers into the same society.  

 All that we have and all that 

we are is to be pressed into 

service for the church, the 

family, and society. If we 

were to sell all we have and 

give only to one, the other 

two would be neglected, and 

our duties toward them 

would falter.  

 So, consider your life and all 

that you have in light of 

these three stations. You pay 

taxes to support and help 

those in society. You provide 

food, clothing, and shelter

2 Chronicles 17: 3-5a, 6a - 

The LORD was with Je-

hoshaphat, because he 

walked in the earlier 

ways of his father David. 

He did not seek the 

Baals, but sought the 

God of his father and 

walked in His command-

ments, and not accord-

ing to the practices of 

Israel. Therefore the 

LORD established the 

kingdom in his hand. ... 

His heart was coura-

geous in the ways of the 

LORD. 

 Please note that Je-

hoshaphat's one, all-

absorbing aim was to 

have his country cove-

nanted with God! He 

brought his people to-

gether for prayer and 

contrition. If our nation's 

presidents, following the 

example of Washington, 

Lincoln, and other chief 

executives, would call the 

people to repentance, 

and if the country with 

one accord would confess 

its sins, we could start on 

the road to real national 

rebuilding. A contrite land 

humbled to its knees be-

fore the Ruler of the uni-

verse has more promise 

of peace in its repentant 

faith than a thousand 

treaties which leave no 

room for the Savior.  

 Here's is Scripture's own 

promise: "If My people 

who are called by My 

Name humble them-

selves, and pray and seek 

My face and turn from 

their wicked ways, then I 

will hear from heaven and 

will forgive their sin and 

heal their land" (2 Chroni-

cles 7:14). This is the Al-

mighty's pledge. It can 

never be broken. 

 Wise Jehoshaphat also 

recognized the im-

portance of the family in 

the life of the nation. 

Homes dedicated to 

God, he knew, were a 

strong bulwark of na-

tional happiness. Do we 

know this today? How 

can we expect God to 

grant us peace with oth-

er countries when many 

within our borders do 

not maintain peace in 

their own homes? Give 

your home to Jesus, and 

it becomes a protection 

for peace! 

 While Jehoshaphat 

foresaw the Messiah 

only dimly, we can look
